Radiance Community
I started attending Radiance five years ago, when I had just 
had my first son. I was having a really difficult time after having 
him, just questioning my purpose and worth, as my life felt 
like nothing more than a crying baby and dirty diapers. I went 
to Radiance, hoping for an outlet from my new baby-filled 
normal, but ended up finding so much more. 

The first study we did was an Angela Thomas book, and in it she said, “I am staking 
my whole life on the belief that God is who He says He is.” I remember reading that 
statement at the time and thinking “I can’t claim that as true in my own life.” I think 
that’s what Radiance has really meant to me—taking the idea of “Do I believe God is 
who He says He is?” and learning how to live that out in every aspect of my life. 

For almost four years, our same group of about 20 young women has been meeting 
each Wednesday at Diana Orders’ house, gabbing over dinner and then looking at 
who God is by studying His Word. The deep, meaningful friendships formed while 
eating a meal and then studying who God is, week after week, has taken these ordinary 
friendships and made them into something I would almost consider holy. 

We have a saying in our group that if you have a baby, you only get three months 
of Radiance-based maternity leave before we expect to see you back on Wednesday 
nights. While (kind of) a joke, I think it just shows how we’ve all come, myself 
especially, to rely on the weekly support, prayers, and laughter of our group.

While I went searching for an outlet from a crying baby, Radiance gave me back my 
belief in a God who is who He says He is. Adding to that a group of real friends who 
all long to make that belief in God real in their own lives has made Radiance the very 
best thing I do each week.
