yarn paint (color of your choice) plastic yarn needle
pencil

tape

paint brush

Instructions:

1. Start by painting the paper

plate and set it aside to dry
completely.

2.Draw out acrossinthe
middle of the painted paper plate.

3. Use a craft knife to cut out the cross. (This is an adult only step)
4. Use a hole punch to make holes along the four ends of the cross.

5. Cut astrand ofyarn, thread it through the plastic yarn needle and tie one end to the
needle. Tape the other end of the yarn at the back ofthe paper plate. You can now start
threading the yarn through the holes in the paper plate. You can go through the holes
once or several times. Keep on threading until you reach the end of your yarn. Secure
the end of the yarn to the back of the paper plate with tape.

We started with the crossbar and then moved to the vertical part. Kids can intertwine
the yarn or not, depending on their age.
